 ,”literally “a woman - אשה

he explains to be refer-

ring to the Jewish people 

which are like the wife of 

Hashem. כי תזריע - 

literally “when she will 

conceive”, it also comes 

from the word  זורעwhich 

means to plant. He ex-

plains that this is refer-

ring to the Jewish people 

“planting” Mitzvos and 

good deeds during the 

time of Golus. וילדה זכר - 
literally “and she will give 

birth to a son”, this is al-

luding to the “birth of 

Moshiach”. The entire 

Possuk according to the 

 ,would read אור החיים

“and when the Jewish 

people will plant the 

mitzvos, they will “give 

b i r t h  t o 

Moshiach”(Moshiach will 

come). 

2. The Possuk says “When 

a woman will conceive, 

and she will give birth to a boy”. Seemingly it would make more sense grammatically to write 

“When a woman will conceive, if she gives birth to a boy”. This becomes even more 

puzzling when we read further in the Parsha when it talks about the birth of a girl. 

The Possuk says there “and if she will give birth to a girl”. It seems as if the Possuk is 

giving a guarantee in a certain scenario that a boy will be born. According to the 

explanation of the אור החיים this makes perfect sense. It is Hashems guarantee

3. The reason why the 

future redemption is 

called a “boy” is because 

it will be the first Geulah 

that will be in a “male” 

manner. All previous re-

demptions were eventu-

ally followed by another 

exile, which shows on a 

lack of strength. The final 

redemption, on the other 

hand, will be endless and 

indestructible. Hence, the 

comparison to a male, 

wh i ch  r ep re se n t s 

strength. 

4. Every name that the 

Jews are called expresses 

a unique quality of the 

Jewish people. The word 

 comes from the אשה 

term “כי מאיש לקחה זאת” -  

“Because this was taken 

from man”. This shows us 

that when the Jews are 

referred to as  אשה it 

expresses the fact that we were “taken” (created) from Hashem. This means that in a Jew’s eyes, 

his entire existence is just G-dliness. When this level of a Jew is revealed, the Jew realizes that ab-

solutely nothing matters to him, except for Hashem himself. He doesn’t even care about the re-

ward he will receive for his Avodah, including Gan Eden. 

5. Just like when one is planting a seeds he must actually place them inside the ground, 

and it will not do him any good to place them above the ground. The same applies 

when we talk about “planting” mitzvos. It is not enough for one to keep his good

6. One might think that 

since he is on the level of 

 which means he is ,אשה

totally connected to Ha-

shem, it is not so important 

for him to actually preform the physical mitzvos. Therefore the Possuk says,   אשה כי תזריע that 

even though you are on the lofty level of  אשהthere still must be כי תזריע, planting the mitzvos in 

actuality. This is what will bring about “And a boy will be born”, the coming of Moshiach. 

7. The concept of “male” also applies to our daily Avodah. It says that a man’s nature is to con-

quer. What this means to us, is that we have to an attitude that we are going to conquer the 

world, through our Torah and Mitzvos. This also means that we don’t care what others think 

about us, and we do what we have to with dignity and pride. 

8. We can further see this point in what it says later in the Parsha regarding a Bris. It says ” וביום
 .we reach the eighth day, the day of the Bris ,זכר Through the Avodah of .”השמיני ימל בשר ערלתו

This nullifies all seven different names associated with the יצר הרע, one of them being “ערל”. The
