This was a reward for their unique type
VAYEBI'" of Avodah. What is the connection between the two?
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Classic Concepts

(Previously in this Sicha, The Rebbe discussed
how the Avodah of the tribe of Asher was com-
bining their tremendous knowledge with the
Avodah of Kabolas Ol, serving Hashem with
Bittul despite their extensive knowledge. The
Rebbe now continues by explaining the unique
reward that is granted for such Avodah.)

The Medrash says regarding the
Possuk “mn> mnw 9wnn - From Asher
will come rich food” (nMw also means
eight) that the reward for the Avodah of the
tribe of Asher was that they would “produce”
those who wear eight garments i.e. the high
priests. In addition, Rashi says that the daugh-
ters of Asher were very beautiful and they
would marry the Kohanim Gedolim. What

connection is there between beauty and the
Kohen Gadol? Obviously, we are referring to a
spiritual beauty that has an association with

the Kehunah Gedolah.

A woman is there to assist her hus-

band in maximizing his service of Ha-

shem. More specifically, we find that the
wife of the Kohen Gadol played an integral
role in his Avodah. As we find, that on Yom
Kippur when the Kohen Gadol would enter the
Kodesh Hakodoshim he would have to atone
not only for himself, but also for his wife. As
the Possuk says “And he would atone for him-
self and for his household i.e. his wife. From
here we learn that the Kohen Gadol was una-
ble to do the Avodah without being married.
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Classic Concepts

The real beauty of a Jewish woman is

that which is inside her. As the Possuk

says “All the honor of a king’s daughter
is within”. This alludes to a woman’s modesty.
Through a woman acting in a modest manner,
she helps her husband, the Kohen Gadol do
his Avodah. The way for one to attain such a
holy level, is through Kabolas Ol. Before a per-
son does anything, he must ask himself what
Shulchan Aruch dictates regarding the matter.
This rule includes the laws of Tznius. By adher-
ing to the requirements, one merits to raise
children who are involved in Torah and Mitz-
vos, even children who are Kohanim Gedolim.
These children go into the Kodesh Hakodo-
shim (the holiest place) where the Luchos are
placed. The Luchos had the Aseres Hadibros
engraved into them, rather than written with
ink. This represents how the Torah is totally
unified with the person and not something
additional. Through the Avoda of Kabolas O],
one merits to have children who become total-
ly one with the Torah.

We can now understand a puzzling
statement of the Sifri. The Possuk says
“Asher was blessed in regards to his
sons”. The Sifri writes “There was no other
tribe who was blessed with sons like the tribe
of Asher”. Rashi writes on this “I do not know

how (Asher was considered more blessed with
sons)”. Rashi is puzzled by the Sifri’s state-
ment because Asher did not have the largest
number of sons. We must say that we are re-
ferring to the incredible Nachas Asher had
from his children. Asher experienced far great-
er nachas from his children than the other
Shvatim. Through the Avodah of Kabolas O],
one merits to have children who go in the
ways of Torah and Mitzvos. The Nachas that
comes from such children is greater than that
of many other, less righteous children. Hence,
the blessing of Asher was not in the number of
children he was blessed with (i.e. quantity),
but rather the Nachas he had from them (i.e.

quality.)

The Possuk writes “And | have made

his descendants many, and I gave him

Yitzchok”. The Rebbe Rashab points out
an apparent contradiction in the Possuk. First
it says that Hashem made many descendants
and then it says just Yitzchok. The explanation
is the same as we just explained regarding
Asher. It is possible to have more Nachas from
one child than from many children. It is even
possible for one child to equal six-hundred-
thousand others, as we see by Moshe Rabeinu,
that he was equal to his entire generation. The
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Getting Started

Medrash writes that there is no generation
without someone like Moshe. Hence, through
Kabolas Ol, one can merit to have child who is
even on the level of Moshe Rabeinu.

Why does one merit such children

specifically as a reward for the Avodah

of Kabolas Ol? What is the connection
between the two? The Medrash writes that be-
fore Hashem gave the Torah to the Jewish
people, He wanted them to present guarantors
that they would keep the Torah. After suggest-
ing numerous candidates, Hashem only agreed
to give the Torah once the children were
offered to serve as the guarantors. The reason
why Hashem only wanted the children as the
guarantors is because they represent the feet.
They represent the Avodah of Kabolas O],
since they have not yet come to a level of un-
derstanding.

A selected section of the Sicha with a linear translation

The principle component of a Jew’s

service in life is his Kabolas Ol, regard-

less of his intellect. The feet enable the
completion of the head, for they support the
head and cause it to be elevated. Similarly, the
Avodah of a Jew is dependent on his Kabolas
Ol This is why Hashem only accepted the chil-
dren as the Guarantors for the Torah. Since
the children represent Kabolas Ol, they are the
foundation for the entire Jewish people. We
can now understand the connection between
having good children and the Avodah of Kabo-
las Ol Both of them are the level of “feet” i.e.
no understanding, a deep connection that goes
beyond reason. This is why through serving
Hashem with Kabolas Ol, one merits to have
children who walk in the path of Torah and
Mitzvos.
